&8 very fine bit of work and kept excellent time. To this the steadiness on
perade wse largely due.'

February 25, 1934, President W, B, Mclonald and eecretary H,W, Dovell iseuved
a letter re =z rumour that there would be ample funds from dences during the win-
ter cf 1923 to enatle the Band to proceed to the Rotorua Contest mext Eacter,
They wanted to place & true and cerrect reoprd that there were 12 dances from
June 14 to November &, 1933, with proses £85-5-3, expenses £(60-12-0, and & balanc
of only £24-13-3 to the Bané for the Contest., Train fares and lodging would ceos
£60 to £70. They were short of about £4C, and 2s a Gueen Carnival wee _ new in
full swing in Thames, there wae nc chance for '"the Band at present to cecllect orn
this shortage,"

February 25, 1934. A correspondent wrote that the '"Eand deserves help. It i
ever ready to glve assistance and never refuses any resconable reguest for its
services," He asked why not a Thames Band Contest fund, and put in 10 shillings,
to which the Thames Ster immediately added s guinea, (£1-1-0), Rext day the
fund came to £2-E-&, sfter which further sccession= could not be found.

March 23, 1934, The Queen Carnivel had been continuing, and there was 1o
be a Monster Froceseion on the 24th. '"The Hauraki Bard will lead the proceseicn
to the High School grounds.. ™

March 26, 1934. The procession was"led by Marshsll T. Verran, amnd Aesistant
Merehall Sergeant-Major Patterson, with the Faureki Regimental Band, which playe
martial airs aleng the route."

March 29, 1934, FRe Coronaticn Ceremony on Wednesday the 28th, "in aid of the
Distress Relief Fund," at King's Theatre, '"Peior to the commencement of the
programme the Rauraki Regimeptal Bmnd played selections outside the theatre,"

April 3, 1934, "The Hauraki Regimental Band returned from Rotorus this mornin
after perticipeting in the South Auckland brass besnds contest. The Thamee play-
ers were not euccessful in any of the 3 eectione in which they competed, They
ceme 5th in the E grade test selection ("Undime"), 3rd in the H mn test ('"Re Ey
My Side) and 4th in the gquicketep contest.
